In the Israeli army, soldiers are divided into those who think with a rosh 
gadol-literally, a “big head”-and those who operate with a rosh katan, or 
“little head.” Rosh katan behavior, which is shunned, means interpreting 
orders as narrowly as possible to avoid taking on responsibility or extra work. 
Rosh gadol thinking means following orders but doing so in the best possible 
way, using judgment, and investing whatever effort is necessary. 
 
Unfortunately, everything about some people’s walk God runs counter to a 
rosh gadol mentality. They have lived the better part of their walk with God 
“on the run” from the devil. 
 
However, I believe that "My faith fights for me." I believe that the shield of 
faith is more than a defensive weapon; that through faith, kingdoms are 
subdued and promises are obtained. Without faith it is impossible to please 
God. 
 
We all know the effectual, fervent prayer of a righteous man has tremendous 
power. We know that only prayers prayed in faith have power. If we have 
faith and do not doubt, Jesus said obstacles are removed.

Therefore I say unto you, What things soever ye desire, when 
ye pray, believe that ye receive them, and ye shall have them.
